PURPOSE:

City Council is requested to revise ERA 1 and ERA 2 with Guilford County funding in the
amount of $5,000,000 each to meet the needs of Greensboro recipients of program funding
assistance.

BACKGROUND

The City of Greensboro entered into a sub recipient Memorandum of Understanding [MOU]
agreement with Guilford County to utilize Emergency Rental Assistance [ERA] program funds
in the amount of $10,000,000 to support Greensboro residents with financial assistance
payments. The federal funds came in two tranches as ERA 1 and ERA 2. The two programs
have different qualifications and program criteria. In order to maximize flexibility in meeting
the needs of Greensboro residents, the MOU has been updated to add both program sources
according to the needs and assistance provided by the City to applicants.
