	Text6: The Parks and Recreation Department is using a Sourcewell Cooperative Purchase contract (master project: 199030; contract # 071619-MSL) with MUSCO Lighting to standardize sports lighting throughout the City of Greensboro. The MUSCO Lighting mobile app allows the department to manage, monitor and schedule the lighting system for each location from a touch of a smart phone, thus reducing lighting cost and staffing cost. This will be the 4th site since 2018 for this conversion. 

Musco Lighting is being requested for utilization for standardization of sports lighting throughout Parks and Recreation. The department has utilized Musco for new lighting at Glenwood (2019); Peeler Community Parks (2021) and Spencer Love expansion (2022). The Bryan Park site would be the fourth site since 2019 for the conversion to the MUSCO Lighting mobile app. As with the other projects where Musco was involved  Musco provides the poles, lights and wiring only for the pole lights. An electrical engineer hired outside of Musco will provide an electrical design and transformer expansion if needed. The work for getting the electrical connection from the transformer to the Musco lights will be bid as a subcontracting opportunity including conduit stubs for the future electrical expansion.

- The MUSCO Lighting mobile app is currently in place and utilized by the Park & Recreations Department. This contract is to ensure continuity of service to the general public at Bryan Park. 

- Park & Recreations Department explained that the services will be self-performed by MUSCO work forces. 
- The work for getting the electrical connection from the transformer to the Musco lights will be bid separately. 
- This contract is the fourth conversion to MUSCO lighting mobile app.
