PURPOSE:  

The City of Greensboro is requesting rezoning from R-5 (Residential Single Family- 5) and RM-

18 (Residential Multifamily – 18) to CD-LI (Conditional District Light Industrial) for 1326 

Seminole Drive and a portion of 1041 Battleground Avenue, generally described as northwest of 

Benjamin Parkway, east of Whilden Place and northeast of Seminole Drive. 

As this request was approved with less than 6 affirmative votes by the Planning and Zoning 

Commission, the City Council will conduct a public hearing to consider and take action on this 

request at its January 21, 2025 meeting. 

 

BACKGROUND: 

Following a public hearing on November 18, 2024, the Planning and Zoning Commission voted
