PURPOSE:  

Phillip Marsh, for Gym Space LLC, has requested to close a portion of Sergeant Street, generally 

described as from its intersection with East Washington Street southward approximately 284 feet 

to its terminus.  Staff requests that City Council hold a public hearing to receive public comment 

and to consider adoption of the street closing resolution. 

 

BACKGROUND: 

The City Council is being asked to consider closing the following street: Portion of Sergeant 

Street from its intersection with East Washington Street southward approximately 284 feet to its 

terminus.   

 

The total area of R-O-W that is requested to be closed is identified as approximately 8,520 

square feet (0.2 acres). 

 

 Applicant: Phillip Marsh, for Gym Space LLC 

 The signees make up the majority of the road frontage along the R-O-W requested to be 

closed and all other property owners with frontage along this R-O-W were duly notified 

of this request.

The City must make two determinations in order to close a street: (1) that closing the street to 

vehicular traffic is not contrary to the public interest and (2) that no property owner in the 

vicinity is deprived of reasonable means of ingress and egress.   

 

At their February 4, 2025 meeting, the Technical Review Committee recommended closing the 

above described portion of Sergeant Street with the following conditions: 

 

1. The street closure is not final until a plat is recorded showing the area within the right-of-

way being combined with adjacent properties. 

 

2. The recorded plat must show an access easement to the property addressed 215 Martin 

Luther King Jr. Drive.
