PURPOSE:  

The Greensboro Police Department has received funds from the Treasury Department Equitable 

Sharing Program (“Federal Forfeiture”) in the amount of $350,000. The department wishes to 

purchase training equipment and services not supported by their general budget.  Approval of the 

budget ordinance is requested from the Greensboro City Council. 

 

BACKGROUND: 

The Greensboro Police Department wishes to purchase equipment and services outside of its 

normal budget. Equipment items include but are not limited to training equipment to assist 

officers in becoming or remaining compliant with state and departmental requirements.  

The Equitable Sharing Program is an important aspect of the Treasury Asset Forfeiture 

Programs. Federal law authorizes the Secretary of the Treasury to share federally forfeited assets 

with participating law enforcement agencies. Participation in an investigation with a Treasury 

Asset Forfeiture Program member agency may result in equitable sharing paid from Treasury’s 

TFF.  

 

The Program enhances cooperation among federal, state, local, and tribal law enforcement by 

providing valuable additional resources to state, local, and tribal law enforcement agencies 
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assisting with investigations into violations of federal laws. However, the Program is designed to 

supplement and enhance, not supplant, appropriated agency resources.  

 

 

BUDGET IMPACT:  

The Greensboro Police Department has identified Treasury Equitable Sharing Program funds for 

the contract. There is no adverse budgetary impact.
